The Benefits of the QQQianijin:

1. Stabilize the tuning of the open strings.

2. Increase the volume of the erhu.

3. Use one erhu to play many different pieces which require different tunings.

4. Easy music transposing, good for singing accompaniment.

5. Adjusts quickly for players of different ages, different hand sizes.

6. Can be used for Gaohu, Zhonghu, Banhu, etc., other similar "HU" family instruments.

Installation:

Materials needed:

Double sided tapes

1. Stick one side of the double sided tape on the back of the QQQianjin Track, cut out the excess tape.

2. Place the erhu on a leveled surface, cut away or detach all the old gianjins, leave a clean, flat surface of the Erhu Pole (Qin Gan)

3. Tear off the cover of the other side of the double sided tape and stick the QQQianjin Track on the center of the Erhu Pole (Qin Gan), align the thin tip
of the QQQianjin Track with the very top of the Erhu Pole (Qin Gan) where the square turns into round. Tip: The higher you put the QQQianjin Track on
the Erhu Pole (Qing Gan), the wider your QQQianijn Head will become when it's active, please adjust according to your playing habits and hand sizes.
4. Tie a regular thread gianjin on the very top of your Erhu Pole (Qin Gan) where the thin tip of the QQQianjin Track aligned, we call it the Upper Thread
Qianjin, place the QQQianjin Track parallel to the Erhu Pole (Qin Gan), make sure to circle a few threads on the thin tip of the QQQianjin Track. The
width of this Upper Thread Qianjin should be slightly narrower than the width of the QQQianjin Head when it is active.

5. Insert one or more QQQianjin Head(s).

6. Tune the Upper Thread Qianjin at A-E (A blow middle C) and you are done!

Usage:

There are three states of the QQQianjin Heads when using.

1. Active state: The QQQianjin Head is sticking out horizontally, you are using the open string tuning of the QQQianijin.

2. Moving state: The QQQianjin Head Y jY¢£=¢@bout 45 degree, you can move the QQQianjin Head up and down freely.

3. Inactive state: The QQQianjin Head is laid flat vertically against the QQQianjin Track, parallel with the QQQianjin Track, you are using the open string

tuning of the Upper Thread Qianjin.
